Mounting Kit Installation Instructions

1. VEHICLE PREPARATION

(1a.) Remove and store the original equipment front splash pan,
and the removable lower section of the vehicle’s front
bumper that is bolted in place with four 10mm screws.

Also remove the tow hook / tie down bracket & fasteners on
the passenger’s side frame rail just behind the front bumper.
Save all the original equipment parts and fasteners for
possible reinstallation if the plow mounting is removed.
The splash pan, tie down brackets, tow hook ,and fasteners
will not be re-installed with the mounting frame (1) attached.

(1b.) Loosen all four sway bar bolts,only remove three of these
bolts at this time, leave one bolt holding the swaybar in
place.

(1c.) Cut a 1" x 26" section out of the lower section of the
vehicles front bumper. See diagram in exploded view.

(1d.) Remove the two horizontal 14mm bolts and nuts holding
the front bumper brackets to each frame rail. Remove the
tow hook fasteners and tow hooks. The original equipment
bumper bracket and tow hook fasteners will not be reused
with the plow mount. Place a 3/4"-10 x 2" bolt (16) down
through the outer most hole in each end of the front
suspension cross member.

NOTE

IMPORTANT

All fasteners should remain loose or
"finger tight" until all components have
been attached to Vehicle or installation
instructions specify tightening.

If the plow mounting frame (1) is ever
removed from the vehicle, the original
equipment skid / splash pan must be
reinstalled before the vehicle is put back
into service.

2. MOUNTING FRAME

(2a.) Lift the mounting frame (1) up to the bottom of the vehicle
frame rails so the four vertical bolt holes line up with the
threaded tow hook holes on the bottom of the frame rails.
Attach mounting frame with four 12mm x 1.25 x 40mm
bolts (3), 12mm lockwashers(4), and 12mm flat washers
(5).

(2b.) Lift the mounting frame (1) up to the bottom of the vehicle
frame rails so the four vertical bolt holes line up with the
threaded tow hook holes on the bottom of the frame rails.
Attach mounting frame with four 12mm x 1.25 x 40mm bolts
(3), 12mm lockwashers(4), and 12mm flat washers (5).

3. FINAL ADJUSTMENT AND INSPECTION
Inspect the mounting attachment and original equipment
bolts to be certain that they are all in place and that they are
all tight.

4. OPTIONAL PLUG MOUNT BRACKET INSTALL

NOTE

Using (2) 10-32 x 3/4" hex bolts and nylon locknuts, fasten
the Plug Mount Bracket to the Plug Mount Bracket Mounting
Tab located on the drivers side of the frame kit receiver.

The included 8-32 hardware is used for mounting the hi-amp
battery leads to the Plug Mount Bracket, if used.

Install the Plug Mount Bracket if the
harness will be mounted on the frame Kkit,
otherwise, the harness may be routed
through the grill, bumper, etc.
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
